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St Nedt’s Uniforn Guide

The smart appearance of all pupils is a matter of school pride, so parents are asked to make
sure they obtain the correct items, that they are in a good state of repair and are not bought
too large or left too small. We expect pupils to arrive at school, and represent the school in

the community, wearing their full uniform with respect. If a child is incorrectly dressed the
Form Teacher will contact the parents to advise.

All school uniform is available for purchase from School Blazer www.schoolblazer.com
[tems that must be purchased from them directly, as they are school issued, are marked with
an asterisk. Items that are not marked can be purchased from other suppliers. All items are
compulsory, unless stated otherwise.

Every item of clothing and all other belongings must be clearly named. Our FSNS are
registered with Stikins to fundraise for the School. The code required for FSNS to receive the
benefit is 36497.

TACs

We appreciate the cost and time it takes to switch over to a new uniform. Please see some
FAQ’s below, as well as guidance to the expectations. We thank you for your support in this.

My child is new, what uniform should I purchase?
All new pupils will need to purchase the new uniform.

For those with the old style uniform, will there still be second hand spares to purchase?
Yes, the old style can be purchased by parents at the SNUC, for pupils who were here pre
the 2025-2026 academic year.

Can we mix and match the old and new uniform?

Whilst we appreciate there will be some element of mixing and matching e.g old blazer
with new jumper we ask that if purchasing the new bottoms (culottes, trousers, short or skirt)
that you switch over to the white polo/shirt. The white top is not a branded item and can be
purchased from anywhere.

For clarity; new bottoms should be paired with the new white top. Old style bottoms should
be paired with the blue tops.

Please clarify the “trouser” and “skirt” uniform, can children alternate?

We respect that some children may not be comfortable in skirts/ culottes therefore the
trouser/ short uniform is available. However, we ask the child/ family to choose one option.
It is not possible to switch between styles daily or over the seasons and course of time.

When do the children need to stop wearing culottes and move to skirts?

The skirt is recommended from Year 5. However, acknowledging the different rates that
children grow, we will not be enforcing the change at the start of Year 5. This can happen as
and when your child feels more comfortable.



Hacr, Aecessories and General Appearance

We expect pupils to have hairstyles that are tidy, neat and respectful of our uniform. Long
fringes that cover eyes are not conducive to effective learning. Hair that is reaching shoulder
length or covering the face must be tied back and off the shoulders (regardless of gender). If
worn, all hairbands, ribbons, clips etc. must reflect uniform colours and be discreet.

We ask that parents are mindful of this when children are having haircuts/ hairstyles. Dyed
hair is not permitted, nor are extreme cuts (such as barbered patterns, line art etc). It is
always best to check with the school first, if you are unsure.

Pupils, up to the end of Year 6, are not permitted to wear nail varnish, make-up or jewellery.
They may wear single, simple stud earrings but these must come out for ALL sporting
activities. Multiple earrings, hoops and larger studs are not allowed.

It is advised that pupils keep this in mind when considering piercing their ears, as taping of
studs is not permitted and earrings must be removed for all PE, Games and swimming
sessions (including after-school clubs as well as some trips and residentials). We strongly
recommend that piercing only happens at the start of the summer holidays, to allow for
suitable healing time.

School shoes should be smart and practical. Ballet style pumps, heels, trainer styles and
boots are not permitted. Black leather is strongly suggested to suit the nature of our school
environment.

For our pupils in Years 7 and 8; we respect and acknowledge that they are our senior pupils.
Therefore, as part of their privileges, they are permitted to wear discreet make-up, such as
tinted moisturiser or concealer, if needed. Products such as mascara, blush, eyeliner, nail
polish and thick foundation are not permitted.

Pupils in Years 7 and 8 may wear discreet jewellery, such as a simple chain necklace or
bracelet. Rings are not permitted. These must also be removed for all sporting activities.

Fitness tracker watches are allowed to be worn by pupils, however, Smart watches (with
camera/ wifi/ calling etc abilities) are not permitted.

Please contact the
School office for more information.



Nursery

The majority of nursery uniform can be purchased from anywhere. We
recommend spare kit to be kept on their peg along with spare pants (if
toilet trained). For children aged 3, they will also need to bring in a towel
and swimming costume/bottoms in a non drawstring bag
